Industry Mince Summit Progress
Industry leaders met today to discuss EU Legislation that threatens the UK production of mince and the wider UK meat chain. 

European rules originally designed to protect our continental cousins who eat partially cooked or raw minced meat, might ultimately prevent the production of high quality British mince.  

The summit organised and hosted by the British Meat Processors Association demonstrated the entire industry’s commitment to find a solution and an action plan has been agreed to tackle the problem.
Stuart Roberts Director, BMPA said “This mornings meeting was very productive and we believe that this issue needs to be tackled with a whole chain approach, from producer to consumer”
One of the actions agreed was for representatives of each part of the chain to make a joint representation in Brussels to highlight the problem.
